Monday, August 18, 2008, President David Howard called the regular meeting of the River Ridge Community Unit School District #210 Board of Education to order at 7:00 PM.  Board Members David Howard, Steve Thomasson, Lynn K. Pease, Barb Schaible, Kathy Knauer, Donnie Altfillisch and Raymie Diestelmeier answered roll call.  Also present:  Superintendent Brad Albrecht, Principal Pete Scarano and Principal Mike Foltz.

The Board took the following action:

· Approved the regular, special and executive session minutes of the July 21, 2008 regular board meeting and August 4, 2008 special meeting.

· Reviewed and accepted the Treasurer’s Report, Investment Report and Activity Reports.

· Paid bills and payroll in the amount of $435,637.67.

· Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center representative, Lynn K. Pease, presented the July minutes.  The 2008-2009 budget has been approved. Dan Harms will be employed half time for the CAD program. A committee is interviewing candidates for the Graphic/Commercial Arts position.

· The administrators and members of the board had a brief tour of the building to see completed summer projects – carpet in elementary classrooms, new logo on gym floor, computer labs and music room acoustics.

· Appointed Mr. Brad Albrecht to review, approve and accept the draft audit and the draft state financial report for the current fiscal year and to sign the transmittal letter to auditor, Robert L. Carlile, CPA, within a five-day period.

· After discussion and recommendations the Board tabled the bids for the bus barn cement project until further notice.

· Reviewed the tentative budget for the 2008-2009 school year.  The Budget Hearing will be held Monday, September 15, 2008 at 6:45 PM at 4141 IL Rte 84 South, Hanover, IL, followed by the regular meeting at 7:00 PM.

· Administrator Reports:

· Mr. Foltz thanked April Einsweiler and the high school student council for coordinating the enjoyable “Back-to-School” activities and picnic on Tuesday, August 12th.   He also complimented Lisa Gunning and the middle school student council for a successful swimming party and picnic on Wednesday, August 13th.

· Mr. Scarano reported that preschool begins Tuesday, August 26th.  “Everyday Math Night” for parents and students will be Tuesday, September 16th, from 6:00-7:30 pm.
